Want to bring a group of kids or youth from your church or community?
We would love to have your group join us for one of our summer camps.  Please read through our entire website including the Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) to get a thorough understanding of what the camp experience will entail.  Here are the details for you to understand:

· All registrations are being handled online this year.  In the past we have had paper form options but in pursuing the most excellent way to keep track of your information and be prepared for check-in day, this is the best way.  To register a group for the same week, you’ll need to view the Registration page to see which week has enough spots left for the group you wish to bring.  If you have 10 boys, check the running total for male spots left for that week.  When you have chosen the week you wish to attend with your group, enable the individual families with the website address so that they may go online and register their child for that week.  

· If the individual camper has attended Camp Victory for an event from Summer 2009 until now, their personal information should already be stored in the system.   However, some additional information has been requested and must be read thoroughly (this includes shot record dates).  They will be asked for a first name, last name and date of birth to access the previously entered information.  If the individual has not attended Camp Victory since Summer 2009 they will need to have  information on hand including shot records, doctors names and phone numbers, insurance company and ID numbers and contact information, etc.  

· Registration check-out will include a payment of 25% of the camp fee for that week.  If the week chosen costs $180 the minimum payment will be $45.  After making that payment each camper will be assigned a confirmation number so that they may return online and make payments toward their camp fees until they are paid in full.  Each payment will produce a receipt of payment (please print this for your records) and  a permission form that must accompany the camper to camp or they will not be able to check-in at camp.

· Scholarships for camp fees have been awarded in the past when monies have been made available to do so.  Campers will have an opportunity to apply for a scholarship by clicking on “Scholarship” when they register.  The results will be gathered online so that requests for scholarship from campers at Church A will be awarded scholarships from monies collected by Church A.  We will keep each group aware of the requests and the monies collected.  When registrants choose the scholarship option they will be taken to an area that will educate them about this year’s scholarship process.  These things include: 

· Scholarships are awarded if money is available on the week of May 1st and every week thereafter if monies are received.
· The scholarship request form must be filled out completely.

· When the camp registration form is completed a $25 deposit/payment must accompany all scholarship seeking registrations.

· Scholarships will be disbursed on a need basis with no guarantee of a first come first serve basis.

· Scholarships will be awarded by a Camp Scholarship Committee independent of any church departments.
· Scholarships awarded will only be 50% of the camp fee.  No full scholarships are being awarded.  This means a camper will pay $25 at time of registration and if awarded a 50% scholarship they will have to come up with the remainder for their child to attend camp.  An example would be: 

$180 camp fee - $25 registration fee = $155 – $90 scholarship (which is 50% of $180) = $65 due.

Please note:  Scholarships are a delight for to provide when available but we encourage you to verbally stand alongside those who request them in visible faith that God will provide for their need from whatever source He may choose.  He may choose Victory Life Church (or another organization) to be the source for some – your help to focus their attention to God our Provider rather than a man-made method will greatly encourage their belief.

· No cash or checks will be accepted by mail or personal delivery.

Victory Life Church locations – if circumstances hinder campers from being able to make payments online please utilize the accounting process that already exists to post funds and notify Accounting, Durant.  We appreciate your help in assisting those near you.  

Other groups – if circumstances hinder campers from being able to make payments online please devise a workable plan onsite to help submit funds online.  Perhaps cash payments could be made to you and you could make an online payment to us on their behalf.  This would be done by going online with the camper’s confirmation number to make a payment or if you have collected money you can make lump sum payment and email us with the exact amount submitted with a breakdown of how to apply it (Name, Amount).We appreciate your help in assisting those near you.

· Once you know you will be bringing a group to camp, contact us with the group name and names of those who plan to attend so we can assist you with this process.
